cluding porennial top 10 power Virginia and & recent top 20 tean, Lni-
varsity of Maryland/Balimore County. Alse on tho docked are midwest
contandars for NCAA barthg, Ohia Stato and thw Air Foroe Acadermy,
The scnaduls inchides an exhibiticn with the Canadian Jurior Matienal
Team which is a feeder for the Canadian Warkd Tean.

On tho surface the situation may look Bleak, but you won't find Bart-
lott crying the Blues. Yes, his top four scorers are gone, but five of the
next six return, In spite of the losses the players oplimism impresses
Bartlatt. For the first time hae will have a team which is more michald
oriented than attack criented, “Instead of looking to twa or throo
seorers of dofendors, wo have many players whe can and will shara
tha load on both offonse and dofense,” says Bartlelt.

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VIRGINIA MILITARY INSTITUTE

Wirginia Military Institute was established in 1839 as America's first
state-supported military college, VM| is an undergraduate college which
offers engineering, liberal arts, and the sciences, Four-year programs
lsading to the Bachelor's degree include Biclogy, Chemistry, Civil
Enginaering, Mechanical Engineering, Econemics, Electrical
Enginaaring, Medern Languages, and Physics.

Twanty-twa major bulldings are localed on 134 acres in the main area
of VMI. Dominating the 12-acre parade ground is the barracks which
sarves as both living quarters and service area for the 1,250-man Cadsl
Corps. The "Old Barracks” was designed in the Gothic style by
Mlexander Jackson Davis (1803-1892), considered by many authorities
the most eminent architect of this country in the ninateanth century, The
laying of the comerstone ftook place on July 4, 1B50. In 1966 the
barracks was designated a Mational Histeric Landmark by the U.S.
Depariment of the Interiar. Other struclures in the main area include
academic buildings, mess hall, gymnasium, swimming pool, an
assembly hall, cadet activities center, and faculty housing. Siuated on
the perimeter are athlatic, physical, and military training facilities,

The primary purpose of VMI is the therough education of young men
wilhin a framework of military discipline and government. This distinctive
sducational system has produced outstanding leaders in business,
industry, education, the armed forces, the ministry, govermment, the
medical and legal professions, enginearing, and in the enterainmant
industry, Among its graduales are nine Rhodes Scholars and a winner af
the Nebel Peace Prize.

Traditionally, the word "cadet” is used fo designate a YOuUng man
undergoing military training in preparation for & career in the armed
forces. At WMI, the military almosphere is looked on as an end in itsell,
The majority of VMI cadets to not have military service as a vocational
objeciive, however, cadets find the military training they recaive to ba an
impartant adjunct 1o their preparation for civilian careers.

WMI's educational philosophy regarding the offering of majors is that
educalional excellance is best maintained at a small collage whera the
number of majaors is relatively restricted. A carefully planned SeqUEncE
of required courses in each major curriculum assures tharough
coverage of the field of study, but each curriculum also offers through
alective courses, many opportunities for study outside tha area of
specialization, The choice between a course of study leading to a
bachalor of arts or a bachelor of science degree is made upan entrance
1o WMI, but transfer frorn one major field 1o ancther is parmitted.
